FORMAT

Junior PPA Events with 8 Teams or more (8+ players for singles)
will play the following format:

Doubles Elimination with No Come-Around (i.e. if a team loses a match, the
best they can do from there is win Bronze and cannot come around for a
chance to win Gold).

e Main Draw: 2/3 games to 11, win by 2
e Consolation: 1game to 15, win by 2
e Bronze Medal Match: 2/3 games to 11, win by 2

Junior PPA events with less than 8 teams (less than 8 players for
singles) will play the following format:

Round Robin

3 teams: Double Round Robin, No Playoffs.

4 teams: Single Round Robin with Playoffs for top three teams.
5 teams: Single Round Robin with Playoffs for top three teams.
6 teams: Single Round Robin with Playoffs for top three teams.
7 teams: Single Round Robin with Playoffs for top three teams.
8+ teams: Double Elimination with No Come-Around.

e Pool Play: 1game to 15, win by 2

e Playoff Seeding determined by Matches Won, followed by Point
Differential tiebreaker

e Bronze Medal Match: 2/3 games to 11, win by 2

*Events may be combined or canceled if there are less than 3 teams in
Doubles or less than 4 players in Singles. Tournament organizers possess the
right to combine events and alter seedings to provide the best overall playing
experience, given the circumstances.

*Brackets seeded by DUPR.

REGISTRATION

COSTS:

Registration Fee: $75
Event Fee: $25

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:
e Ages 8-16
e 16U (Must be 16 years old or under)
e <55 DUPR (Must have less than a 5.5 DUPR rating)

REGISTRATION WINDOW

Registration will normally close a week before the event begins. Please
make sure you are registered, partnered up and paid ahead of the
deadline. We will not allow any exceptions after the deadline. See
payment policy for more information on payments.
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PPA TOUR GROUNDS PASS

All registered Junior PPA players will receive a FREE Grounds Pass for
the week of the event. The PPA Tour Grounds Pass is included in the
registration fee.

Registration will come with one complimentary grounds pass for a
parent or guardian age 18 or older to accompany them on the dat that
they play. To claim, a parent or guardian must be present when the
player that they are accompanying checks in.

Juniors are encouraged to watch the best professional pickleball players
in the world.

COMMUNICATION

Updates and/or Information leading up to the events will be
communicated through email.

Registered players will receive a "Welcome Email” before the beginning
of each tournament. Please ensure you are checking your email and
reading the entirety of the email as it will provide valuable information.

Make sure your Pickleball Tournaments account is updated with the
appropriate email address and your text notifications are turned on.

MEDIA RELEASE

If players are interested in gaining exposure and promotion through
Junior PPA, we will provide talent release forms for you. These forms can
be signed via email before the event.

STEP 1: REGISTER TO PLAY

Head to pickleballtournaments.com and sign up before the registration deadline to
secure your spot!

STEP 2: CHOOSE YOUR TOURNAMENT

Navigate to the PPA Tour under the “Tours & Series” section. Browse and select the
tournament you'd like to participate in.

STEP 3: SELECT YOUR EVENT

Junior PPA will offer age-based events ranging from ages 8-16.

Players are only allowed to participate in one event per day.

STEP 4: CHECK OUT

Please read and agree to terms of service to complete registration. Confirm payment

and click submit to checkout.

RULES &

REGULATIONS

PAYMENT POLICY

Players must be paid and have a registered
and paid partner to be confirmed. Players not
paid and without registered and paid partners
will be moved to a waitlist if the division in
which a spot is being held is filled with fully
registered and paid teams.

REFUND POLICY

During registration you may chose to
purchase the Registration and \Weather
Insurance Policy in the event you have to
cancel out of the event after the cancellation
deadline (Cancellation Deadline will be listed
on each registration site). See the policy for
specific coverage details. The insurance wiill
cover your event fee in the case your event is
cancelled due to weather without a make-up
day option.

INCLEMENT WEATHER
POLICY

If weather or any unforeseen circumstance
occurs the PPA will do all it can to play
matches. If brackets are in mid-play when a
weather or unforeseen circumstance occurs,
the situation will be evaluated on a case-by-
case basis to determine if the bracket may be
finished or if winners may be determined.

You are encouraged to purchase the
Registration and Weather Insurance when
registering. Please see the Refund Policy.

PARTNER REPLACEMENT
POLICY

After registration is closed, any registered
player losing a partner must replace that
partner with an already registered player. The
replacement partner must fit the eligibility
requirements. Replacements need to be
known and communicated to the registration
contact by 5pm the day before you are
scheduled to play. Replacements can also be
found on the players needing partners list.

ONE EVENT PER DAY
POLICY

Players are allowed to play in one event per
day. You will be asked to withdraw from one
event if you are registered for two. If you have
any questions, please reach out to us.

COACHING POLICY

Coaching is allowed before matches, during
timeouts, in between games, and after
matches. Coaching is not allowed in between
points and during points.

Parents may not be physically on the court. If
you intervene when not appropriate, your
child will get penalized. After 3 warnings, you
will be asked to leave the court.

PARENTS

EXPECTED ROLE

The expected role of parents is to manage, encourage, and support their youth
athlete(s). Parents should strive to serve as a role model for their child. Parents should
be willing to commit to providing their child with resources to participate in activities
while supporting them every step of the way. Parents are expected to be respectful of
PPA Staff, officials, results, policies, and the integrity of the game.

Excessive and/or inappropriate shouting, taunting, arguing, fighting, and disrespect
toward staff, officials, players, spectators, or opposing parents will not be tolerated at
Junior PPA events.

Failure to abide by parent expectations can result in discipline such as tournament
removal, league suspension, and potential bans for both the parent and their youth

athlete(s).

PARENT PACKET

1. Encourage good sportsmanship before, during, and after each
match.

2. Encourage your player to participate, compete, and work hard
to be the best version of themselves on and off the court.

3. Encourage a positive attitude.

4. Support your player with the resources needed to participate,
develop, and have fun.

5. Serve as a role model for your player by spectating matches
with respect toward all participants, referees, and other
parents or guardians.

6. Phrases such as "you can do this" or “l believe in you" can
significantly raise your child’'s confidence, determination, and
desire to compete.

/. Praise effort and work ethic with phrases such as “great
hustle” or "keep doing your best.”

8. Avoid shouting during competition.

9. Be there for your child, physically.

10. If there's a conflict that needs to be addressed to a PPA staff
member, discuss it in a private manner without the player's
presence.
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SPORTSMANSHIP

We define sportsmanship as the behavior of treating others with
respect, fairness, and kindness, especially in a competition setting.

SPORTSMANSHIP AWARD

Players with exceptional sportsmanship will be rewarded with an
honorable Sportsmanship Award presented by Proton Sports at each
tour stop.

ACCOUNTABILITY

Failure to meet sportsmanship standards and expectations can result
in discipline such as match forfeits, tournament removal, point
deduction, and league suspension.
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CODE OF CONDUCT FOR PARENTS /GUARDIANS
The PPA acknowledges that parents and guardians have a significant role
to play in their player’'s enjoyment of pickleball and would like you to follow
these important guidelines.
1.Encourage your player to demonstrate good sportsmanship by
competing with honesty, respect, and positivity during each match.
2.Discourage cheating, boasting, and any form of taunting.
3.Encourage your player to be the best version of themselves by
empowering confidence and self-satisfaction.
4. Discourage arguing with the referees.
5.Support your player by being the best spectator on the court.
6.Do not become involved in the match.
/.Prioritize the mental and physical well-being of your player over the
personal desire to win.
8.Serve as a role model to your player by being respectful of others and
applauding for all participants
9.Praise outstanding effort, work ethic, and sportsmanship from all
participants.

10. Treat others the way you would like to be treated.
